Bocelli was born on September 22, 1958, in
Tuscany. He grew up on his family’s farm. He
started singing for family members when he was
about three years old. When he was six, he learned
to play the piano. He can also play the flute and

the saxophone. At the age of twelve, he had a
soccer accident, and now he can’t see. Bocelli
graduated from the University of Pisa. He studied
law, but he worked for only one year as a lawyer.

What was next for Andrea Bocelli? He started
to study opera.
